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1. Introduction: 
Due to the impact that Covid-19 and the resulting situation has had on staffing levels, we recognise that we may have a reduced ability to manage incidents of extreme or challenging behavior in school in the same way that we would under normal circumstance and normal staffing levels.  Revisions are needed to our procedures in key areas; including our behaviour policy and procedures. 
 
This addendum of the South Bersted Church of England Primary School Behaviour Policy contains details of our revised and interim behaviour management procedures in relation to specific and extreme behaviour incidents that may put other children, a child themselves or staff at risk  

2. Core Purpose statement: 

It is the right of every child at school to be safe and secure in their learning environment and have every opportunity to enjoy learning without undue distraction from others.
It is the right of every teacher and adult at school to be able to teach without undue obstruction and to work in a safe and mutually respectful environment.
3. Following Clear Instructions on hygiene:
       All children are expected to follow the clear instructions on hygiene and reducing the 
       transmission of COVID 19. All children will wash their hands:
· on arrival to school,
· before and after break,
· before and after lunch time,
· before going home.

       Pupils will also be expected to follow the clear steps when sneezing using ‘Catch it Bin it Kill it.’ 

4. All pupils are expected to follow the clear adult instructions on social distancing: 

As a school, we have clear measures in relation to social distancing, which all children are expected to follow:

        Pupils allocated to bubble of no more than 30,
        Re-organisation of classrooms,
        One-way system, 
        Clear markers in the school hall,
        Staggered break, lunch, pick up and drop off times.
        Pupils will have their own resources and use only what is provided to them.

Pupils in Years 1 – 6 will have their designated tables, spaced equally within the classroom. When in their classroom they will put their hand up to ask to go to the toilet or if they require an adult’s
     support. 

[bookmark: _Hlk41033722]   In line with Government’s documentation, we recognise that socially distancing may be more 
   challenging for younger children.  They will be encouraged wherever possible to keep a distance 
   from peers and adults, however, we understand this may not always be possible. 

5. Use of toilets:

    Each bubble will have their own toilets to use. These will be sign posted. Children will be 
    encouraged to use the toilets one at a time (this may not always be possible with reception 
    children). 

    All classes will have the opportunity to go to the toilet before their break and lunch time to reduce 
    the number of pupils entering the building and to maintain their bubble. 



6. Break and Lunch times

Children will have a designated place to play during break and lunch times. They will have their own equipment that will be cleaned at the end of the day.

Children will be encouraged to play games that do not encourage touching and will be taught games that support this.  Children must stay in their designated area at all times. 

Lunch will be eaten in their bubbles.  Pupils in EYFS, Year 1 and Year 2, will eat in the hall.  Children in Years 3 to 6 will have packed lunches or a school lunch which will be served to them in their classroom. 


     7. Displaying Symptoms

       All pupils are expected to inform an adult if they feel unwell to ensure symptoms are noted 
       recognised and isolating guidance is followed.

       Children are not to attend school if they display symptoms of COVID 19.  All families should follow   
       the current Government guidance and updates from Public Health England.
8.Extreme and Anti-Social Behaviour in the context of Covid-19
This addendum seeks to outline the behaviours that will be considered to be extreme or anti-social in the context of the current Covid-19 situation.
For the purposes of this document, examples of extreme or anti-social behaviour are defined as those which risk the health or safety of another child or member of school staff.
These may include but not be limited to:
· The deliberate act of spitting at another individual (or the threat of doing so).
· Spitting on surfaces or generally on the school premises.
· The deliberate act of biting another individual (or the threat of doing so).
· The deliberate act of coughing onto another individual (or the threat of doing so).
· The deliberate act of sneezing onto another individual (or the threat of doing so).
· Refusal to follow basic rules on hygiene such as handwashing or covering of the mouth when coughing or sneezing.
9.The Teachers’ responsibilities in ensuring positive behaviour in the context of Covid-19
Teachers are expected to model and remind children of expectations as follows:
· Good levels of personal hygiene, including regular handwashing and covering the mouth when coughing and sneezing (in line with the "catch it, bin it, kill it" message).
· Avoiding touching your mouth, nose and eyes.
· Observing rules on social distancing
· Respecting personal space
· Telling someone at the earliest opportunity if they feel unwell 
10. The Parents’ / Carers’ Responsibilities in ensuring positive behaviour in the context of Covid-19
Parents and carers can support their child to adhere to the specific expectations in relation to behaviour, increased levels of personal hygiene and respecting social distancing by:
· Explaining to your child the importance of maintaining good levels of personal hygiene and social distancing (where possible).
· Supporting the school in maintaining a zero-tolerance approach to any behaviours that are anti-social or risk the health and safety of themselves, another child or a member of school staff.
[bookmark: _hace80ckuf1y]11.   The Child’s Responsibilities
 
The expectation is that all children will continue to follow the school behaviour policy and will pay increased attention to any requests made by a member of staff in relation to hygiene or social distancing. 

12. Rewards

Class Dojos will be used to celebrate and promote good behaviour, effort and acts of kindness linked to the school’s values. The school’s House System will be maintained in line with the school’s values. Each class teacher will define with their bubble individual and group rewards to recognise those children that are going above and beyond.

13 Sanctions

         The aim of sanctions is to be of the consequences that are a result   
         of  unacceptable behaviour.

	Informal Warning:

An unobtrusive warning is appropriate for low level disturbance. 
Making eye contact, calmly saying the child’s name. 


	Formal Warning: 

A verbal warning is given, making it clear that the behaviour is not appropriate and keeping others’ safe. It is more effective to say this quietly on a one-to-one basis rather than in front of the whole class.  

	 In Bubble Time Out:
The child will receive age appropriate time out during break or lunch time and parents will be informed. 




 
14 Dealing with incidents of Anti-Social or Extreme Behaviour
 
The main priority of school leaders is to ensure the safety of all members of the school community. Where possible, School Leaders will continue to refer to the principles outlined in the School’s main Behaviour Policy.
 
However, there may be incidents which pose a direct risk to the health and safety of other members of the school community.  Where any child displays any of the anti-social or extreme behaviours outlined above and/or the Headteacher believes that the situation cannot be resolved safely in school and/or measures put in place to prevent recurrent incidents, the Headteacher may take the decision to move straight to a fixed term exclusion with immediate effect. This would result in the child not being offered on-site provision, but learning from home. The length of the exclusion will be at the discretion of the Headteacher and will take into consideration the likelihood of repeated incidents of anti-social or extreme behaviour.       
15 Risk Assessments for Individual Children
There will be some children who will require an individual risk assessment to support them in school. In carrying out a risk assessment, the school will consider the safety of the child in question, other children and school staff.  

16 Communicating with Children, Parents and Carers
      All children, parents and carers will be made aware of the adjustments that have been made to 
      the School Behaviour Policy and the consequences of children displaying behaviours that are 
      deemed to be Antisocial or extreme as outlined above.
17 Pupils learning from home
         If interacting with other pupils or staff online, students should always be kind and respectful to 
        each other and respectful to staff. Any inappropriate comments to staff online, via email, or any 
        other platform will be taken very seriously and could result in a referral to the police.  This is also 
        the case of for any online bullying towards other pupils or peer-on-peer abuse that is disclosed            
        to the school during this time. 

18 Positive Handling 

      There can be times when a pupil’s behaviour requires staff physical support to ensure the 
      pupils’ own safety, the safety of other pupils and staff, or that property is not seriously 
      damaged.  This can require the use of physical interventions.  At South Bersted Church of 
      England Primary School we have trained Team Teach adults that follow the guidelines set 
      out in the training.  

         In the case of a child being at risk, putting others at risk or damaging property the child’s parents               
         or carers will be called and the steps outline in points 11, 12 and 13 will be considered. 
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
